° Inspired by their experiences at youth theatre as teenagers, both Barry and Cathal studied drama at
third level and are now forging a career in the arts. What inspires you?

° Influenced by live action video games, Tailtiu create what they term ‘interactive theatre’, in which
audience members are also participants helping to drive the action. Does this style of theatre appeal
to you? Why/Why not?

° For Tailtiu Theatre Company, collaboration is key, even for a one-person show. Do you agree?
